taking their money and other valuables. 3

This is a fraud where the criminal calls you while
pretending to be your child, grandchild, or other close
person. They use phrases such as “I got into a traffic
accident and need money to settle the case out of court,” or
“I misused my company's money,” to convince you to
give them your money.

False billing

This is a fraud where the criminal sends a billing statement

or other documents through the mail under pretexts such as

“Fees for usage of a chargeable site,” or “Expenses
concerning lawsuit” to large number of random people in
order to deceive them into giving their money.

Loan guarantee money swindle

This is a fraud where the criminal uses mails, FAX and
phone calls to offer a financial help to individuals or small
and medium sized businesses that are facing financial crisis,
despite having no intention of doing so.The fraudster then
scams these loan applicants asking them to provide
guarantee money, and then making off with it.

This is a fraud where the criminal, who take on guise of a
city employee or a social insurance officer and coaxes their
victim to go to the ATM under the pretense of a “medical
expense or pension refund procedure,” or a “tax refund
procedure,” and manipulates the victim to transfer money
from their account to the criminal's account.
